PREVENT FALLS

We often do not think of fall prevention
until it's too late. Fractures can be
especially debilitating for those with
low vision. As mentioned in the Fall
issue of At Large, the American
Foundation for the Blind Senior Site
would like you to know that careful
planning can save you time, money,
and discomfort from falls.

The House Survey Tour and Checklist offers tips to cope with low vision.
Contrast is a simple and easy enhancement that helps defne a room,
hallway, or workspace.

When you use contrasting foor materials, as seen here on the left, you
can tell when you enter a new room. You don’t have to put in tile or new
fooring to accomplish this. Placing a line of duct tape in a contrasting
color across the foor will provide the same beneft.

If light in your room bounces off walls, mirrors, and television sets to
create glare, soften the glare by utilizing dimmer switches, avoiding high
polishes, or adjusting the blinds. If those measures are not enough, wear
